Transcendental Meditation Club Constitution
June 29, 2005

Article I:


Name: Transcendental Meditation Club (TM Club)

Article II:


Purpose: to serve the students, faculty, and staff of UC Berkeley who practice the Transcendental Meditation program; to provide information to those members of the campus community who are interested in the program; to inform the campus community about how the program offers enlightenment for the individual, invincibility for every nation, and peace for the world.

Article III:


Eligibility for membership: All members of the UC Berkeley community who practice the Transcendental Meditation program. There are no other restrictions. Any member of the campus community is invited to come learn more about the benefits of the program or contact the President of the Club.

Only currently registered students, faculty and staff may be active members in a registered student organization. Only active members may vote or hold office.


Student groups are required to include and abide by the following statement: We will not haze according to California State Law; we will not restrict membership based upon race, color, national origin, religion, sex, physical and mental disability, medical condition (cancer-related or genetic characteristics), ancestry, marital status, age, sexual orientation, citizenship or status as a covered veteran (special disabled veteran, Vietnam-era veteran or any other veteran who served on active duty during a war or in a campaign or expedition for which a campaign badge has been authorized).
Article IV:


Officers/Elections: The TM Club is open to all forms of leadership and participation and does not utilize a hierarchical structure of officers.  For organizational purposes, the primary signatory is designated as the President and main contact for the public.  The President is chosen by group consensus when the previous President resigns or the group determines that new leadership is necessary.

Article V:


Meetings: The Club will meet at least once a week on campus on a day chosen by active members.  An email tree will be used to communicate with members and set up meetings.  The President will be responsible for initiating communication through the email tree.  Members will be given the option to provide their phone numbers in case of the need for an emergency meeting.

Article VI:


Constitutional Amendments:  As a group focused on personal and global growth, the Club’s dynamics will not be centered on amendments. If the need arises to change the constitution or structure of the group, a vote of two-thirds or greater is necessary from the current members.  If the vote passes, the President will be responsible for filing the amendment.  All amendments, additions, or deletions must be filed with the Office of Student Life, 102 Sproul Hall.
Article VII:


Dissolution: The only way for the Club to be dissolved is if all its members cease to be interested in continuing the Club.  All that is required for continuation of the Club is that the minimum four required signatories carry on the responsibilities and purpose of the Club.  In case of dissolution, unspent funds will be returned to the source(s) of the funds.
